Reflection

In today's Gospel, we see the Samaritan woman
coming to faith. The steps she takes are our steps,
too. Though she needs Jesus' help, he approaches
her first. He invites us to make the journey of faith
long before we start, by putting us into a faithful
family, giving us a curious heart that seeks the
fruth, sending us a friend or spouse whose exam-
ple draws us to the Lord.

The next step is acknowledging our need and our
sinfulness. Admitting our need for God, and espe-
cially for God's forgiveness, opens us to God's sav-
ing grace. Another step is drawing closer to God
in prayer. Jesus tells the woman, and us, that the
best worship is honest and from the Spirit.

When we begin to share our faith with others, we
take the step of living our faith. Like the woman
who told her neighbors about Jesus, we find that
the people we have touched begin to find the
Lord on their own. Our catechumens are taking
these steps now, thanks to those who have
helped them experience Jesus' invitation to faith.

Answers to Catholic 1Q:

1. b) The catechumens take part in the Rite of Election
at the beginning of Lent. The local bishop presides
at the Rite of Election because he is the leader of
the local Church, representing the entire Church.
His presence and ‘“election” of these men and
women represents God's choosing of them.

2. b) After the Rite of Election, the catechumens
become The Elect and are chosen by the bishop in
the name of God. The elect are chosen by God for
the Easter sacraments.

3. b) They celebrate the Rites of Scrutiny. There is a
scrutiny on the third, fourth, and fifth Sundays of
Lent. “Scrutiny” means a careful examination of
self. The scrutinies aid the catechumens in their
desire to make sure all their actions, thoughts, and
will are directed toward God.
